RapidRide A Line is a distinctive red bus that operates 24 
hours, 7 days a week between Tukwila and Federal Way.  
The fare is the same as regular bus fare, 75 cents with  
a Regional Reduced Fare Permit (RRFP). The A Line gives 
riders a streamlined service to destinations along the route 
and to places where they can transfer to other buses and  
light rail.
